Executive Summary

The CALMAC Website Committee held an unscheduled conference call to discuss whether CALMAC should add a fourth category of report, self generation (self gen), to the searchable database. The Committee concluded in principle to post self gen reports to the searchable database and to create a self gen Toolkit page. Implementation will wait until clearance from the PUC that it is not a PGC funding conflict, since the website is funded with PGC funds. The next call will be held on Tuesday, January 12, 2010 at 9:30 AM PDT.

Posting Self Gen Reports

Possible/Probable pages/functions that will need to be modified to add Self Generation as a report type:
· Database search page

· Posting report input page

· Maybe report retrieval page format

· Possibly database search engine setup.

The Committee agreed that this is the approach that makes sense.

Tim Caulfield had emailed Third Strand in advance of the call to request cost estimates and timing, but they hadn’t responded as of the time of the meeting.

Much of the discussion was around how to post historic reports. The self generation evaluation effort has been underway since 2000, so there are about 40 reports from 2000 to present that would need to be entered into the database in order to cover the history of self gen in California. The resolution is that Pierre will request that Itron (who has done the majority of the work) take on the task of entering all the historic reports. He may even be able to add it on to a scope of work that he is currently completing. Itron will be instructed to use cut and paste techniques to form abstracts out of the report executive summaries (remembering that the abstracts are limited to a maximum of 3,500 characters, including spaces). If that doesn’t work out, the fall back is that the reports will be supplied to Tim Caulfield and he will enter the historical data. The overall goal is to have all historic reports in the database by March 1, 2010.
A potential conflict in funding source needs to be cleared up, since CALMAC.org has traditionally only posted reports developed using PGC funding. However, the posting of Demand Response reports has already broken that barrier. Most people on the Committee believe that posting these reports to the website is a good idea. Peter will check with whoever he needs to check with to be sure that we are not committing a faux pas and will inform the website committee either that it is OK or there is a problem. Action Peter
Tim will continue pursuing Third Strand on estimated cost and timing, letting them know that we are only waiting final go ahead. Action Tim
